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Section 1 Introduction

1.1 Background

This consolidated Natura Impact Report (NIR) has been prepared in support of the Appropriate
Assessment (AA) of Proposed Material Alterations to the Draft Newcastle West Local Area Plan 2023-
2029 (the Draft Plan) in accordance with the requirements of Article 6(3) of Council Directive 92/43/EEC
on the Conservation of Natural Habitats and of Wild Fauna and Flora (as amended) (hereafter referred
to as the “Habitats Directive”) and the Planning and Development Act 2000, as amended.

This report is part of the overall and ongoing AA process that is being undertaken alongside the
preparation of the Plan. It will be considered, alongside other documentation prepared as part of this
process, at adoption of the Plan. All Plan and AA related documentation will be considered by the
planning authority in advance of the adoption of the Plan and a final AA Determination will be
undertaken by the planning authority at adoption. An AA Conclusion Statement will be prepared
following adoption, which will detail the AA process undertaken for the Plan.

1.2 Legislative Context

The Habitats Directive provides legal protection for habitats and species of European importance. The
overall aim of the Habitats Directive is to maintain or restore the “favourable conservation status” of
habitats and species of European Community Interest. These habitats and species are listed in the
Habitats and Birds Directives (Council Directive 2009/147/EC on the conservation of wild birds) with
Special Areas of Conservation (SACs) and Special Protection Areas (SPAs) designated to afford
protection to the most vulnerable of them. These two designations are collectively known as European
sites (also known as Natura 2000 sites).

AA is required by the Habitats Directive, as transposed into Irish legislation by the European
Communities (Birds and Natural Habitats) Regulations 2011 (as amended) and the Planning and
Development Act 2000 (as amended). AA is an assessment of the potential for adverse or negative
effects of a plan or project, in combination with other plans or projects, on the conservation objectives
of a European site. These sites consist of SACs and SPAs and provide for the protection and long-term
survival of Europe’s most valuable and threatened species and habitats.

1.3 Approach

The existing Draft Plan has already been informed by a Stage 2 AA and a Natura Impact Report has
been prepared. Mitigation was integrated into the Draft Plan that allowed the Natura Impact Report to
conclude that the Draft Plan is not foreseen to give rise to any significant effects on designated
European sites, alone or in combination with other plans or projectst. The Draft Plan and AA Natura
Impact Report were placed on public display and submissions were invited. Some of these submissions
resulted in Material Alterations being proposed to the Plan.

The AA is based on best scientific knowledge and has utilised ecological and hydrological expertise. In
addition, a detailed online review of published scientific literature and grey literature? was conducted.
This included a detailed review of the National Parks and Wildlife (NPWS) website including mapping
and available reports for relevant sites and in particular sensitive qualifying interests/special
conservation interests described and their conservation objectives.

The ecological desktop study completed for the AA of the Plan and Proposed Material Alterations
comprised the following elements:

. Identification of European sites within 15km of the Plan boundary with identification of potential pathways links
for specific sites (if relevant) greater than 15km from the Plan boundary;

o Review of the NPWS site synopsis and conservation objectives for European sites with identification of potential
pathways from the Plan area; and

. Examination of available information on protected species.

There are four main stages in the AA process as follow:
Stage One: Screening
The process that identifies the likely impacts upon a European site of a project or plan, either alone or in combination
with other projects or plans and considers whether these impacts are likely to be significant.
Stage Two: Appropriate Assessment
The consideration of the impact on the integrity of the European site of the project or plan, either alone or in
combination with other projects or plans, with respect to the site’s structure and function and its conservation
objectives. Additionally, where there are adverse impacts, an assessment of the potential mitigation of those impacts.
If adequate mitigation is proposed to ensure no significant adverse impacts on European sites, then the process may
end at this stage. However, if the likelihood of significant impacts remains, then the process must proceed to Stage
Three.
Stage Three: Assessment of Alternative Solutions
The process that examines alternative ways of achieving the objectives of the project or plan that avoids adverse
impacts on the integrity of the European site.
Stage Four: Assessment where no alternative solutions exist and where adverse impacts remain
An assessment of compensatory measures where, in the light of an assessment of imperative reasons of overriding
public interest (IROPI), it is deemed that the project or plan should proceed.

The Habitats Directive promotes a hierarchy of avoidance, mitigation and compensatory measures. This
approach aims to avoid any impacts on European sites by identifying possible impacts early in the plan-
making process and avoiding such impacts. Second, the approach involves the application of mitigation
measures, if necessary, during the AA process to the point where no adverse impacts on the site(s)
remain. If potential impacts on European sites remain, the approach requires the consideration of
alternative solutions. If no alternative solutions are identified and the plan/project is required for
imperative reasons of overriding public interest, then compensation measures are required for any
remaining adverse effect(s).

The assessment of potential effects on European sites is conducted following a standard source-
pathway-receptor? model, where, in order for an effect to be established all three elements of this
mechanism must be in place. The absence or removal of one of the elements of the model is sufficient
to conclude that a potential effect is not of any relevance or significance. In the interest of this report,
receptors are the ecological features that are known to be utilised by the qualifying interests or special
conservation interests of a European site. A source is any identifiable element of the Plan provision that
is known to interact with ecological processes. The pathways are any connections or links between the
source and the receptor. This report provides information on whether direct, indirect and cumulative
adverse effects could arise from the Plan and Proposed Material Alterations.

The AA is being undertaken taking into account legislation including the aforementioned legislation and
guidance including the following:

. Appropriate Assessment of Plans and Projects in Ireland. Guidance for Planning Authorities, Department of the
Environment, Heritage and Local Government, 2009;

o "Commission Notice: Managing Natura 2000 sites - The provisions of Article 6 of the 'Habitats' Directive
92/43/EEC", European Commission 2018;

. “Assessment of plans and projects significantly affecting Natura 2000 sites: Methodological guidance on the
provisions of Article 6(3) and (4) of the Habitats Directive 92/43/EEC”, European Commission Environment DG,
2002;

. “Managing Natura 2000 sites: The Provisions of Article 6 of the Habitats Directive 92/43/EEC”, European
Commission, 2000; and

. Practice Note PNO1: Appropriate Assessment Screening for Development Management, Office of the Planning

Regulator, 2021.

This evaluation has been made in view of the conservation objectives of the habitats or species, for
which the relevant European sites have been designated.

3 Source(s) — e.g. pollutant run-off from proposed works; Pathway(s) — e.g. groundwater connecting to nearby qualifying wetland habitats; and
Receptor(s) — qualifying aquatic habitats and species of European sites.



Section 2 Description of the Draft Plan and
associated Proposed Material Alterations

2.1 Introduction

Limerick City and County Council has prepared a new Draft Local Area Plan (LAP) for Newcastle West
under the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended). The Plan sets out an overall strategy for
the proper planning and sustainable development over the years 2023-2029. The existing Draft Plan
has already been informed by a Stage 2 AA and a Natura Impact Report has been prepared. Mitigation
was integrated into the Draft Plan that allowed the Natura Impact Report to conclude that the Draft
Plan is not foreseen to give rise to any significant effects on designated European sites, alone or in
combination with other plans or projects®.

LAPs are required to be consistent with the Policy and Objectives of the Development Plan and its Core
Strategy, as well as the National Planning Framework and Regional Spatial Economic Strategies. The
LAP should be read in conjunction with the Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028, which sets out the
overarching development strategy for the administrative area of Limerick City and County Council.
Where conflicting objectives arise between the Development Plan and the LAP, the objectives of the
Development Plan shall take precedence.

2.2 Content of the Plan

The LAP sets out an overall strategy for the proper planning and sustainable development of Newcastle
West in the context of Project Ireland 2040, the National Planning Framework, the Regional Spatial and
Economic Strategy for the Southern Region and the Limerick Development Plan. It is informed by
Ministerial Guidelines issued pursuant to Section 28 of the Act together with EU requirements regarding
SEA and AA.

The LAP consists of a written statement and maps indicating objectives for zoning of land, residential
and economic development and community infrastructure, safeguarding built and natural heritage, and
potential opportunities for open space and recreation, active travel and transport, while outlining
measures for environmental protection and climate action. The Core Strategy as set out in the Limerick
Development Plan 2022 — 2028 sets out the quantum of lands identified for growth in Newcastle West,
this in turn informs the land use zoning map of the Plan. The written statement generally takes
precedence over maps should any discrepancy arise.

The Proposed Material Alterations are outlined in detail in the accompanying Proposed Material
Alteration document. The Material Alterations propose a number of text and map-based changes to the
Draft Plan.

2.3 Strategic Vision

The Strategic Vision of the Draft Plan is: ‘To fulfil the role of Newcastle West as a Key Town,
acknowledging its strategic location in the Southern Region. This will be achieved by delivering
ambitious and sustainable growth and promoting a vibrant, living town centre, creating green and
liveable communities, a diverse and innovative economy, while also building on the town’s potential as
a tourism destination. Whilst supporting the sustainable growth of Newcastle West, the cultural, natural
and built environment must also be protected. The future development of Newcastle West will provide
for low carbon, sustainable and consolidated growth in a coherent spatial manner.’

The Draft Local Area Plan is based on a number of general objectives designed to improve the quality
of life of the citizens, which the Council will endeavour to implement during the lifetime of the Plan.
The development of Newcastle West focuses on sustainable growth of the built environment,

employment generation, and the provision of community and social services together in a low carbon,
compact, consolidated and connected pattern of development.

2.4 Strategic work undertaken by the Council to ensure
contribution towards environmental protection and sustainable
development

Far in advance of the placing of the Draft Plan on public display, Limerick City and County Council
undertook various works in order to inform the preparation of the Plan. This included:

e A detailed population analysis to allow for, inter alia, the identification of the projected requirements for population
growth and housing unit development. The provision of 826 units was identified for the Draft Plan. The provision of
826 units is determined by taking the proposed population growth per annum (118 units per annum), as outlined in
the Core Strategy of the Limerick Development Plan, and applying this figure for the seven-year period (from 2022-
2029); and
e A Local Transport Plan, which has informed and is appended to the Draft Local Area Plan. The strategic aim of the
Local Transport Plan is to provide for the planning and delivery of transport infrastructure and services in the town
over the period of the Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028, the Draft Newcastle West Local Area Plan 2023-2029,
and beyond, which will:
o  Co-ordinate transport and land use planning;
o  Reduce the demand for travel and the reliance on the private car in favour of more sustainable forms of
transport;
o  Provide a safe and sustainable transport network; and
o Identify strategic walking and cycling infrastructure to prioritise for funding.

The findings of this strategic work have been integrated into the Plan and will contribute towards both
environmental protection and management and sustainable development.

The undertaking of this AA process was part of this strategic work and contributed towards the
integration of European site considerations into individual Plan provisions as detailed in Section 5 of
this report.

2.5 Relationship with other relevant Plans and Programmes

It is acknowledged that many of the major issues affecting Newcastle West's development are
contingent on national policy and government funding. The Plan sits within a hierarchy of statutory
documents setting out public policy for, among other things, land use planning, infrastructure,
sustainable development, tourism, environmental protection and environmental management. The Plan
must comply with relevant higher-level strategic actions and may, in turn, guide lower-level strategic
actions. These documents include plans and programmes such as those detailed in Appendix II. These
documents have been subject to their own environmental assessment processes, as relevant.

The National Planning Framework (NPF) sets out Ireland’s planning policy direction up to 2040. The
NPF is to be implemented through Regional Spatial and Economic Strategies (RSESs) and lower tier
Development Plans and Local Area Plans. The RSES for the Southern Region sets out objectives for
land use planning, tourism, infrastructure, sustainable development, environmental protection and
environmental management that have been subject to environmental assessment and must be
implemented through the Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028, which sets out the overarching
development strategy for the administrative area of Limerick City and County Council, and the Local
Area Plan.

In order to be realised, projects included in the Local Area Plan (in a similar way to other projects from
any other sector) will have to comply, as relevant, with various legislation, policies, plans and
programmes (including requirements for lower-tier Appropriate Assessment, Environmental Impact
Assessment and other licencing requirements as appropriate) that form the statutory decision-making
and consent-granting framework.



Section 3 Screening for Appropriate Assessment

3.1 Introduction to Screening

This stage of the process identifies any potential significant affects to European sites from a project or
plan, either alone or in combination with other projects or plans.

An important element of the AA process is the identification of the ™conservation objectives”,
“Qualifying Interests” (QIs) and/ or “Special Conservation Interests” (SCIs) of European sites requiring
assessment. QIs are the habitat features and species listed in Annexes I and II of the Habitats
Directive for which each European site has been designated and afforded protection. SCIs are wetland
habitats and bird species listed within Annexes I and II of the Birds Directive. It is also vital that the
threats to the ecological / environmental conditions that are required to support QIs and SCIs are
considered as part of the assessment.

The following NPWS Generic Conservation Objectives have been considered in the screening:
e  For SACs, to maintain or restore the favourable conservation condition of the Annex I habitat(s) and/or the Annex II
species for which the SAC has been selected; and
e  For SPAs, to maintain or restore the favourable conservation condition of the bird species listed as Special Conservation
Interests for this SPA.

Where available, Site-Specific Conservation Objectives (SSCOs) designed to define favourable
conservation status for a particular habitat® or species¢ at that site have been considered.

3.2 Identification of Relevant European Sites

The Department of the Environment (2009) Guidance on AA recommends a 15 km buffer zone to be
considered. A review of all sites within this zone has allowed a determination to be made that in the
absence of significant hydrological links the characteristics of the Proposed Material Alterations will not
impose effects beyond the 15 km buffer.

Details of European sites that occur within 15 km of the Plan is listed in Table 3.1. European sites and
EPA Rivers and Catchments are also mapped in Figure 3.1 below. Information on QIs, SCIs and site-
specific vulnerabilities and sensitivities (see Appendix I) and background information (such as that
within Ireland’s Article 17 Report to the European Commission, site synopses and Natura 2000 standard
data forms) has been considered by both the AA screening assessment (provided under this section)
and Stage 2 AA (provided under Section 4). Conservation objectives that have been considered by the
assessment are included in the following NPWS documents:

e  NPWS (2019) Conservation Objectives for Barrigone SAC [IE0000432] Version 1.
NPWS (2012) Conservation Objectives for Lower River Shannon SAC [IE0002165] Version 1.

NPWS (2018) Conservation Objectives for Askeaton Fen Complex SAC [IE0002279] Version 1.
NPWS (2012) Conservation Objectives for River Shannon and River Fergus Estuaries SPA [IE0004077] Version 1.
NPWS (2022) Generic Conservation Objectives for Stack's to Mullaghareirk Mountains, West Limerick Hills and Mount Eagle
SPA [IE0004161] Version 9.

The assessment considers available conservation objectives. Since conservation objectives focus on
maintaining the favourable conservation condition of the QIs/SCIs of each site, the screening process
concentrated on assessing the potential effects of the Proposed Material Alterations against the
QIs/SCIs of each site. The conservation objectives for each site were consulted throughout the
assessment process.

5 Favourable conservation status of a habitat is achieved when: its natural range, and area it covers within that range, are stable or increasing; the
specific structure and functions which are necessary for its long-term maintenance exist and are likely to continue to exist for the foreseeable
future; and the conservation status of its typical species is favourable.

6 The favourable conservation status of a species is achieved when: population dynamics data on the species concerned indicate that it is maintaining
itself on a long-term basis as a viable component of its natural habitats; the natural range of the species is neither being reduced nor is likely to
be reduced for the foreseeable future; and there is, and will probably continue to be, a sufficiently large habitat to maintain its populations on a
long-term basis.
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3.3 Assessment Criteria and Screening

3.3.1 Is the Plan Necessary to the Management of European Sites?

The overarching objective of the Plan, to which the Proposed Material Alterations relate, is not the
nature conservation management of the sites, but to coordinate and plan the future development of
the area to which the Newcastle West Local Area Plan relates. Therefore, the Plan, to which the
Proposed Material Alterations relate, is not considered to be directly connected with or necessary to the
management of European sites.

3.3.2 Elements of the Plan with Potential to Give Rise to Effects
The Plan provides a framework for the sustainable development of the Newcastle West area. Plan

elements that could potentially affect the integrity of European sites include:
. Provisions for sectors such as housing, sustainable communities, economic development and tourism, sustainable
mobility, climate action, environment and heritage and infrastructure and utilities; and
e Loading pressures from the operational phase of developments — these sources could result in disturbance effects and
interactions with surface and groundwater quality.

The existing Draft Plan has already been informed by a Stage 2 AA and a Natura Impact Report has
been prepared. Mitigation was integrated into the Draft Plan that allowed the Natura Impact Report to
conclude that that the Draft Plan is not foreseen to give rise to any significant effects on designated
European sites, alone or in combination with other plans or projects’.

The potential for Proposed Material Alterations to result in effects on designated European sites is
examined on Table 3.1.

3.3.3 Screening of Sites

Table 3.1 examines whether there is potential for effects on European Sites considering information
provided above. Furthermore, the need to undertake Stage 2 AA when mitigation is proposed is also
taken into account.

It does not interact
with existing Plan provisions to an extent that it would be likely to result in any potential effects on European sites. Consequently, Stage
2 AA is not required.

4 This alteration adds more detail but would be likely to result in any potential effects on European sites. Consequently, Stage 2 AA is
not required.

5 This alteration provides consistency with other parts of the Plan and/or with the wider planning and policy framework. It would not interact
with Plan provisions to the extent that it would be likely to result in any potential effects on European sites. Consequently, Stage 2 AA
is not required.

6 Removal of this provision/text would remove the potential for any environmental effects; however, removal of the provision/text would
not be likely to result in any potential effects on European sites. Consequently, Stage 2 AA is not required.

7 These alterations relate to supporting documents but would not change Plan provisions. Consequently, Stage 2 AA is not required.

8 As this alteration could potentially impact upon the protection of a European site(s), Stage 2 AA is required.

3.4 Other Plans and Programmes

Article 6(3) of the Habitats Directive requires an assessment of a plan or project to consider other plans
or programmes that might, in combination with the plan or project, have the potential to adversely
affect European sites. Appendix II outlines a selection of plans or projects that may interact with the
Draft Plan, to which the Proposed Material Alterations relate, to cause in-combination effects to
European sites such as the Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028, the Limerick Tourism Development
Strategy Action Plan 2019-2023, the Limerick Noise Action Plan 2018-2023, and the Climate Change
Adaptation Strategy 2019-2024. These plans and programmes were considered throughout the
assessment.

All projects within the Draft Plan area, to which the Proposed Material Alterations relate, and receiving
environment will be considered in combination with any and all lower tiers projects that may arise due
to the implementation of the Plan. Given the uncertainties that exist with regard to the scale and
location of developments facilitated by the Plan, it is recognised that the identification of in-combination
effects is limited and that the assessment of in-combination effects will need to be undertaken in a
more comprehensive manner at the project-level.

Additional information on the relationship with other plans and programmes is provided at Appendix II.

3.5 AA Screening Conclusion

The existing Draft Plan has already been informed by a Stage 2 AA and a Natura Impact Report has
been prepared. As part of that AA, it was identified that the Plan may, if unmitigated, have significant
effects on one European site. Plan elements that could potentially affect the integrity of European sites
include:

. Provisions for sectors such as housing, sustainable communities, economic development and tourism, sustainable
mobility, climate action, environment and heritage and infrastructure and utilities; and

e Loading pressures from the operational phase of developments — these sources could result in disturbance effects and
interactions with surface and groundwater quality.

Mitigation was integrated into the Draft Plan that allowed the Natura Impact Report to conclude that,
considering measures already in force through the Limerick Development Plan and having incorporated
mitigation measures into the Local Area Plan, the Draft Plan is not foreseen to give rise to any significant
effects on designated European sites, alone or in combination with other plans or projects®.

Taking into account the measures that have been already integrated into the Draft Plan, the AA process
identifies that there is no potential for effects to arise on the integrity of any European site as a result
of Proposed Material Alterations, apart from the following alteration®:

To include the Newcastle West southern distributor road as included in the current Newcastle West Local Area Plan
2014-2020 - ClIr. Michael Collins, ClIr. Jerome Scanlan, Clir. Tom Ruddle — Municipal Meeting 6th September 2023. 1

It is therefore advised that pursuant to Section 20 (3) of the Planning and Development Act 2000, as
amended, and for the purposes of Article 6(3) of the Habitats Directive that Stage 2 AA is required for
the above Proposed Material Alteration.

An AA Screening Determination accompanies the Proposed Material Alterations document.

Section 4 Stage 2 Appropriate Assessment

4.1 Introduction

Taking into account the measures that have been already integrated into the Draft Plan, the AA process
identified that there is no potential for effects to arise on the integrity of any European site as a result
of all Proposed Material Alterations, apart from!::

e To include the Newcastle West southern distributor road as included in the current Newcastle West Local Area Plan
2014 - 2020 - CliIr. Michael Collins, Clir. Jerome Scanlan, Cllr. Tom Ruddle — Municipal Meeting 6th September 2023. 12

The Stage 2 AA assesses potential adverse impacts on the integrity of the one European Site brought
forward from screening under the overall AA for the Plan that may need additional mitigation or
consideration.

4.2 Characterisation of European sites Potentially Affected

The overall AA Screening for the Draft Plan identified 1 (no.) European site with pathway receptors for
potential effects arising from the implementation of the Plan. Appendix I characterises each of the
qualifying features of the 1 (no.) European site brought forward from Stage 1 in context of each of the
sites’ vulnerabilities. Each of these site characterisations were taken from the NPWS website.

4.3 Identifying and Characterising Potential Significant Effects

The following parameters can be used when characterising impacts®3:

Direct and Indirect Impacts - An impact can be caused either as a direct or as an indirect consequence of a Plan/Project.
Magnitude - Magnitude measures the size of an impact, which is described as high, medium, low, very low or negligible.
Extent - The area over that the impact occurs — this should be predicted in a quantified manner.
Duration - The time that the effect is expected to last prior to recovery or replacement of the resource or feature.

e Temporary: Up to 1 Year;

e Short Term: The effects would take 1-7 years to be mitigated;

e Medium Term: The effects would take 7-15 years to be mitigated;

e Long Term: The effects would take 15-60 years to be mitigated; and

e Permanent: The effects would take 60+ years to be mitigated.
Likelihood — The probability of the effect occurring taking into account all available information.

e  Certain/Near Certain: >95% chance of occurring as predicted;

e  Probable: 50-95% chance as occurring as predicted;

e  Unlikely: 5-50% chance as occurring as predicted; and

e  Extremely Unlikely: <5% chance as occurring as predicted.
Ecologically Significant Impact - An impact (negative or positive) on the integrity of a defined site or ecosystem and/or
the conservation status of habitats or species within a given geographic area.
Integrity of a Site - The coherence of its ecological structure and function, across its whole area, which enables it to sustain
the habitat, complex of habitats and/or the levels of populations of the species for which it was classified.

The Habitats Directive requires the focus of the assessment at this stage to be on the integrity of the
site as indicated by its Conservation Objectives. It is an aim of NPWS to draw up conservation
management plans for all areas designated for nature conservation. These plans will, among other
things, set clear objectives for the conservation of the features of interest within a site.

Site-Specific Conservation Objectives (SSCOs) have been prepared for a number of European sites.
These detailed SSCOs aim to define favourable conservation condition for the qualifying habitats and
species at that site by setting targets for appropriate attributes that define the character habitat. The
maintenance of the favourable condition for these habitats and species at the site level will contribute
to the overall maintenance of favourable conservation status of those habitats and species at a national
level.

Favourable conservation status of a species can be described as being achieved when: population data on the
species concerned indicate that it is maintaining itself, and the natural range of the species is neither being reduced
or likely to be reduced for the foreseeable future, and there is, and will probably continue to be, a sufficiently large
habitat to maintain its populations on a long-term basis.”

Favourable conservation status of a habitat can be described as being achieved when. 'its natural range, and
area it covers within that range, is stable or increasing, and the ecological factors that are necessary for its long-term
maintenance exist and are likely to continue to exist for the foreseeable future, and the conservation status of its
typical species is favourable’.

Generic Conservation Objective for SACs:
e To maintain or restore the favourable conservation condition of the Annex I habitat(s) and/or the Annex II species that
the SAC has been selected.

One generic Conservation Objective for SPAs:
e To maintain or restore the favourable conservation condition of the bird species listed as Special Conservation Interests
for this SPA.

4.3.1 Types of Potential Effects
Assessment of potential impacts on European sites is conducted utilising a standard source-pathway
model (see approach referred to under Sections 1.3 and 3).

The 2001 European Commission AA guidance outlines the following potential changes that may occur
at a designated site, which may result in effects on the integrity and function of that site: loss/reduction
of habitat area; habitat or species fragmentation; disturbance to key species; reduction in species
density; changes in key indicators of conservation value (water quality etc.); and climate change.

Relevant potential changes are considered in Table 4.1 with reference to the QIs/SCIs of all of the
European sites brought forward from Stage 1 of the AA process (see Section 3).

4.3.1.1 Loss/Reduction of Habitat Area

The Plan provides a framework for granting consent for land use developments and activities across
various sectors (see Section 2). Potential effects arising from developments and activities include land
take, habitat destruction, disturbance effects, light pollution, dust, hydrological interactions, airborne
pollution and excessive noise.

Various measures have been integrated into the Plan with the objective of ensuring that there are no
significant effects on the ecological integrity of any European site, which are provided in Section 5
below. These policies ensure that there will be no loss of habitat or supporting habitat for species that
are necessary to maintain the ecological integrity of European sites.

4.3.1.2 Habitat or species Fragmentation

The Plan provides a framework for granting consent for land use developments and activities across
various sectors (see Section 2). Potential effects arising from developments and activities include the
fragmentation of habitat and or species through, for example, light pollution, habitat loss or removal of
stepping stone habitats.

The Plan includes measures to minimise potential fragmentation and to facilitate the enhancement of
ecological corridors such as riparian zones, planting of native tree species and/or management of
habitats such as woodlands.

Further to the provisions referred to above, there are provisions related to non-designated sites and
specific ecological resources and/or habitats such as hedgerows, waterways, wetlands and peatlands
that will ensure that habitat or species fragmentation does not occur in relation to the connectivity of
the ecological resources necessary to maintain the ecological integrity of European sites. A full list of
these mitigation measures is provided in Section 5.

4.3.1.3 Disturbance to Key Species
The Plan provides a framework for granting consent for land use developments and activities across
various sectors (see Section 2).

Disturbance effects are cause by any activity that has potential to alter the movement patterns or
distribution of species, for example direct disturbance through human activity/movement as a result of



recreation/tourism or noise pollution. Recreational/tourism activities will be managed through
provisions from both the Local Area Plan itself, and the existing Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028
and Noise Action Plan 2018-2023.

Further details on the mitigation measures integrated into the Plan is provided at Section 5.

4.3.1.4 Reduction in species density

Species densities are reliant on species distributions, habitat condition, connectivity of ecological
resources and availability of resources such as prey/food. The Plan introduces potential sources for
effects to affect these four determinant factors for species densities in the form of construction phase
effects such as hydrological interaction or operational effects such as disturbance effects, habitat
encroachment and trampling. However, the Plan contains provisions to enhance biodiversity, landscape
and the environment within the Plan area.

The Plan includes provisions related to non-designated sites and specific ecological resources and/or
habitats such as hedgerow waterways, wetlands and peatlands that will ensure that habitat or species
fragmentation does not occur in relation to the connectivity of the ecological resources necessary to
maintain the species’ densities and ecological integrity of European sites. Measures are also included in
the Plan and/or in the existing Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028 that will help protect and improve
water quality interactions, which can influence species densities, including those relating to water
services infrastructure, protective buffer zones and water quality standards.

4.3.1.5 Changes of Indicators of Conservation Value

Indicators of conservation value are identified as key ecological resources such as water quality, air
quality, habitat quality, population health of ecosystem engineers or ‘keystone species’ etc. The
protection of these resources is a key focus of the Plan and the existing Limerick Development Plan
2022-2028.

This Plan contains many robust policies and objectives to ensure the protection of both ground and
surface water quality, and riverine systems and habitat quality as provided the full list of mitigation
measures in Table 5.1.

The Proposed Material Alteration'* that is being subject to Stage 2 AA is to include the Newcastle West
southern distributor road as included in the current Newcastle West Local Area Plan 2014 — 2020. This
road is a significant infrastructural project would cross surface waters that are connected to the Lower
River Shannon SAC. Adverse effects on the European site could arise during the construction process,
which could affect water quality. A detailed consideration of the measures already integrated into the
Development Plan and the Local Area Plan provided at Section 5 of this AA NIR (including Local Area
Plan Section 10.1, Objective SMTO4 and Objective CHO2) allows it be concluded that these effects will
be appropriately mitigated and that no additional mitigation measures relating to European sites are
required for the Proposed Material Alteration.

4.3.1.6 Climate change

Climate provisions within the existing Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028 provide for policies that
will ensure alignment with and adherence to emissions targets locally and nationally. The Local Area
Plan includes various provisions, as listed in section 5 below, that will help to contribute towards climate
mitigation, the reduction of emissions and meeting climate targets. Therefore, at the Plan level,
greenhouse gas emissions arising from the Plan will not affect changes projected to arise from climate
change to the degree that it would affect the QIs or SCIs of the European sites considered.

The appropriate and sustainable development of blue and green infrastructure with regard to the sensitivities and ecological connectivity of European sites within the Plan area is provided for via
policies such as: CIO4, CIO5, SMTO3 and CHO2.

The local amenity use of sites and tourism is encouraged throughout the plan but with due consideration for sustainability, local biodiversity and European sites through policy objectives such as: TP1
and TO1.

Appropriate agricultural practices with regards to European sites will be managed in the LAP area through policies such as CHO2 and CHP2.

The continued development and maintenance of good air quality standards in the draft Plan area are maintained through policies such as SMTO4.

The management of invasive species’ occurrence and risk where required is provided for via alignment with and adherence to the current Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028 policies and
objectives via statements in section 10.1 of the Draft Plan — which therefore renders any development or project resulting from the implementation of this Draft Plan subject to compliance with
Objective EH 011 of the current Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028.

The provision and maintenance of good water quality standards and services throughout the Plan area relative to pollutants is provided for via policies such as: DS05, IUO1, IUO2 and IUO3.

Provision for the protection of riverine systems in the Plan area are adequately provided for via policies such as: CHO2 and CHP2.

There are no provisions in the Plan which introduce sources for potential effect from forestry, coastal protection works, or aquaculture within the Plan area, therefore there are no sources for effects
in these regards.

The Proposed Material Alteration®® that is being subject to Stage 2 AA is to include the Newcastle West southern distributor road as included in the current Newcastle West Local Area Plan 2014 —
2020. This road is a significant infrastructural project would cross surface waters that are connected to the Lower River Shannon SAC. Adverse effects on the European site could arise during the
construction process, which could affect water quality. A detailed consideration of the measures already integrated into the Development Plan and the Local Area Plan provided at Section 5 of this AA
NIR (including Local Area Plan Section 10.1, Objective SMTO4 and Objective CHO2) allows it be concluded that these effects will be appropriately mitigated and that no additional mitigation measures
relating to European sites are required for the Proposed Material Alteration.

Effects will be mitigated through demonstration of compliance with the measures detailed under Section 5.

Section 5 Mitigation Measures

5.1 Introduction

This section outlines measures that have been incorporated into the Draft Plan and associated existing
Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028 in order to mitigate against potential effects to European sites
as identified above.

These mitigation measures ensure that there will be no significant effects to the ecological integrity of
any European site from implementation of the Plan or the Proposed Material Alterations. The mitigation
measures most relevant to the protection of European sites are identified in Table 5.1 below.

5.2 Integration of individual provisions into the text of the Draft
Local Area Plan and the Limerick Development Plan 2022-2028

Various text-based provisions have been integrated into the text of the Draft Local Area Plan relevant
to the protection of European sites through the Plan-preparation and AA and Strategic Environmental
Assessment processes.

In addition to the individual provisions integrated into the text of the Draft Local Area Plan, individual
provisions relating to the protection of European sites have been integrated into the existing Limerick
Development Plan 2022-2028.

The most relevant text-based mitigation measures from both the Draft Local Area Plan and the Limerick
Development Plan 2022-2028 are identified in Table 5.1 below.

Considering measures already in force through the Limerick Development Plan and having incorporated
mitigation measures into the Local Area Plan, it is concluded that the Proposed Material Alterations to
the Draft Newcastle West Local Area Plan 2023-2029 is not foreseen to give rise to any significant
effects on designated European sites, alone or in combination with other plans or projects!®. This
evaluation is made in view of the conservation objectives of the habitats or species, for which these
sites have been designated.

The species included in Annex I shall be the subject of special
conservation measures concerning their habitat in order to ensure their
survival and reproduction in their area of distribution.

Preserve, maintain or re-establish a sufficient diversity and area of habitats for all the
species of birds referred to in Annex 1.

Preserve, maintain and establish biotopes and habitats to include the creation of
protected areas (Special Protection Areas).

Ensure the upkeep and management in accordance with the ecological needs of
habitats inside and outside the protected zones, re-establish destroyed biotopes and
creation of biotopes.

Measures for regularly occurring migratory species not listed in Annex I is required as
regards their breeding, moulting and wintering areas and staging posts along their
migration routes. The protection of wetlands and particularly wetlands of international
importance.

Ireland’s
third NAP came into operation in 2014. Each Member State’s NAP must include:

set periods when land spreading is prohibited due to risk
set capacity levels for the storage of livestock manure

EU Renewables Directive
(2009/28/EC)

The Renewable Energy Directive establishes an overall policy for the
production and promotion of energy from renewable sources in the EU.
It requires the EU to fulfil at least 20% of its total energy needs with
renewables by 2020 — to be achieved through the attainment of
individual national targets.

All EU countries must also ensure that at least 10% of their transport
fuels come from renewable sources by 2020.

The Directive promotes cooperation amongst EU countries (and with countries outside
the EU) to help them meet their renewable energy targets.

The Directive specifies national renewable energy targets for each country, taking into
account its starting point and overall potential for renewables.

EU countries set out how they plan to meet these targets and the general course of
their renewable energy policy in national renewable energy action plans.

Progress towards national targets is measured every two years when EU countries
publish national renewable energy progress reports.

Indirect Land Use Change Directive

Article 3(4) of Directive 2009/28/EC of the European Parliament and of
the Council (3) requires Member States to ensure that the share of
energy from renewable energy sources in all forms of transport in 2020
is at least 10 % of their final energy consumption.

The blending of biofuels is one of the methods available for Member
States to meet this target and is expected to be the main contributor.
Other methods available to meet the target are the reduction of energy
consumption, which is imperative because a mandatory percentage
target for energy from renewable sources is likely to become increasingly
difficult to achieve sustainably if overall demand for energy for transport
continues to rise, and the use of electricity from renewable energy
sources.

Limit the contribution that conventional biofuels (with a risk of ILUC emissions) make
towards attainment of the targets in the Renewable Energy Directive;

Improve the greenhouse gas performance of biofuel production processes (reducing
associated emissions) by raising the greenhouse gas saving threshold for new
installations subject to protecting installations already in operation on 1st July 2014;
Encourage a greater market penetration of advanced (low-ILUC) biofuels by allowing
such fuels to contribute more to the targets in the Renewable Energy Directive than
conventional biofuels;

Improve the reporting of greenhouse gas emissions by obliging Member States and
fuel suppliers to report the estimated indirect land-use change emissions of biofuels.

The Directive requires competent authorities in Member States to:

Draw up strategic noise maps for major roads, railways, airports and agglomerations,
using harmonised noise indicators and use these maps to assess the number of people
which may be impacted upon as a result of excessive noise levels;

Draw up action plans to reduce noise where necessary and maintain environmental
noise quality where it is good; and

Inform and consult the public about noise exposure, its effects, and the measures
considered to address noise.

The Directive does not set any limit value, nor does it prescribe the measures to be used in
the action plans, which remain at the discretion of the competent authorities.

Implement all measures necessary to ensure that regular monitoring of the quality of
water intended for human consumption is carried out, in order to check that the water
available to consumers meets the requirements of this Directive and in particular the
parametric values set in accordance with Article 5.

Ensure that any failure to meet the parametric values set in accordance with Article 5
is immediately investigated in order to identify the cause.

The objective of the Directive is to protect the environment from the
adverse effects of waste water discharges.

Urban waste water entering collecting systems shall before discharge, be subject to
secondary treatment.

Annex II requires the designation of areas sensitive to eutrophication which receive
water discharges.

Establishes minimum requirements for urban waste water collection and treatment
systems in specified agglomerations to include special requirements for sensitive areas
and certain industrial sectors.

Relates to environmental damage caused by any of the occupational activities listed in
Annex III, and to any imminent threat of such damage occurring by reason of any of
those activities; damage to protected species and natural habitats caused by any
occupational activities other than those listed in Annex III, and to any imminent threat
of such damage occurring by reason of any of those activities, whenever the operator
has been at fault or negligent.

Where environmental damage has not yet occurred but there is an imminent threat of
such damage occurring, the operator shall, without delay, take the necessary
preventive measures.

Where environmental damage has occurred the operator shall, without delay, inform
the competent authority of all relevant aspects of the situation and take all practicable
steps to immediately control, contain, remove or otherwise manage the relevant
contaminants and/or any other damage factors in order to limit or to prevent further
environmental damage and adverse effects on human health or further impairment of
services and the necessary remedial measures, in accordance with Article 7.

The operator shall bear the costs for the preventive and remedial actions taken
pursuant to this Directive.

The competent authority shall be entitled to initiate cost recovery proceedings against
the operator.

The operator may be required to provide financial security guarantees to ensure their
responsibilities under the directive are met.

The Environmental Liability Directive has been amended through a number of
Directives. Implementation of the Environmental Liability Directive is contributed
towards by a Multi-Annual Work Programme (MAWP) 'Making the Environmental
Liability Directive more fit for purpose' that is updated annually to changing
developments, growing knowledge and new needs.

The Valletta Convention makes the conservation and enhancement of the archaeological
heritage one of the goals of urban and regional planning policies. The Convention sets
guidelines for the funding of excavation and research work and publication of research
findings. It also deals with public access, in particular to archaeological sites, and educational
actions to be undertaken to develop public awareness of the value of the archaeological
heritage. It also constitutes an institutional framework for pan-European co-operation on the
archaeological heritage, entailing a systematic exchange of experience and experts among
the various States.

Part B of Schedule 6 has been amended to include nitrites and phosphorus (total) /
phosphates among the minimum list of pollutants and their indicators which the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) must consider when establishing threshold
values.

Part C of Schedule 6 amends the information to be provided to the Minister by the EPA
with regard to the pollutants and their indicators for which threshold values have been
established.

Section 26 of the Waste Management Act 1996 as amended, sets out the
overarching objectives for the National Hazardous Waste Management Plan. In
this context, the following objectives are included as priorities for the revised
Plan period:

To prevent and reduce the generation of hazardous waste by industry
and society generally;

To maximise the collection of hazardous waste with a view to reducing
the environmental and health impacts of any unregulated waste;

To strive for increased self-sufficiency in the management of hazardous
waste and to minimise hazardous waste export;

To minimise the environmental, health, social and economic impacts of
hazardous waste generation and management.

The Environmental Protection Agency has a statutory responsibility to prepare National
Hazardous Waste Management Plans. The National Hazardous Waste Management Plan for
the period 2014-2020 was the third such national plan and had 27 recommendations with the
following objectives: to prevent and reduce the generation of hazardous waste; to maximise
the collection of hazardous waste; to strive for increased self-sufficiency in the management
of hazardous waste and to minimise hazardous waste export; and to minimise the
environmental, health, social and economic impacts of hazardous waste generation and

management.

The Environmental

Protection Agency has prepared a revised National Hazardous Waste

Management Plan for the period 2021 to 2027.

CFRAM Studies have been undertaken for all River Basin Districts. The studies are focusing
on areas known to have experienced flooding in the past and areas that may be subject to
flooding in the future either due to development pressures or climate change. Flood Risk and
Hazard mapping, including Flood Extent Mapping, was finalised in 2017. The final outputs
from the studies are the CFRAM Plans, finalised in 2018. The Plans define the current and
future flood risk in the River Basin Districts and set out how this risk can be managed.
